Ход урока:
Ученица в форме служащей: The museum is opening!(В класс входит группа учащихся)
Guide: Welcome to the Madam Tussaud’ s Museum !Where are you from?
Ученики: We are from Russia.
Guide:Russia is a very famous  country. Can you tell me about it?
(Учащиеся-туристы рассказывают о населении, столице ,городах ,достопримечательностях)
Guide:What place in Russia do you live in?
Ученики:In the Crimea.
Guide:Would  you  like to tell me about the Crimea?
(Учащиеся рассказывают о Крыме, достопримечательностях, показывают слайды)
Guide: And now I Will tell you about Madam Tussaud’ s Museum. Marie  Tussaud  grew up in Paris in the eighteenth century. Her mother was housekeeper to Doctor Curtius, a famous wax modeler. He specialized in exhibiting models of famous people, and, as his assistant, Marie learnt how to make wax figures
Nowadays famous people give special sittings for sculptors from madam Tussaud’s. It takes about 3 months to complete a wax model.
1. The clay body is modeled on a wire frame.
2. Plaster  re made of the clay head and body. The head mould is filled with molten wax. The body mould is lined with fiberglass and then chipped away.
3. The cooled wax head is fitted with glass eyes and real hair, which is washed and styled.
4. The model is painted with water- colour and make up.
Now I want to introduce the wax models in the hall.
 This is William Shakespeare William Shakespeare was an English poet, playwright and  an actor. He was born in 1564 in Stratford-upon-Avon. His father, John Shakespeare, was a successful artisan. William was the third child in the family. His parents had eight children in total. William Shakespeare went to Stratford grammar school.In 1582 Shakespeare married Anne Hathaway, who was the daughter of the local landowner. At that time Shakespeare was 18 years old and Anne was 8 years older than him. In 1583 Anne gave birth to their daughter Susanna. In 1585 the couple had twins – son Hamlet and daughter Judith. Unfortunately, Hamlet, the only son of William Shakespeare, died at the age of 11. Later Shakespeare moved to London. He lived and worked  in this city. During that time Shakespeare wrote most of his plays and became a successful playwriter. Several years before his death Shakespeare moved to Stratford. He died on 23 April 1616. Some research shows that at the end of his life he was in poor health. Among  his works there are such masterpieces of the world literature as "Romeo and Juliet", "A midsummer night's dream", "Othello", "King Lear", "Hamlet" and many others. Apart from that Shakespeare wrote 154 sonnets. 
Yченик   : Oh, I know this boy, he  is my favourite literary hero.
Guide: Tom Sawyer lives with his Aunt Polly and his half-brother Sid. He skips school to swim and is made to whitewash the fence the next day as punishment. He cleverly persuades his friends to trade him small treasures for the privilege of doing his work. He then trades the treasures for Sunday School tickets which one normally receives for memorizing verses consistently, redeeming them for a Bible, much to the surprise and bewilderment of the superintendent who thought «it was simply preposterous that this boy had warehoused  two thousand sheaves of Scriptural wisdom on his premises—a dozen would strain his capacity, without a doubt.»
Guide :Do you know this handsome young man? He is Elvis Presley.Aaron Presley was born in January 8  in Tupelo, Mississippi. He  was an American singer, musician and actor. Elvis Presley became one of the most influential cultural  icons of a generation. He is commonly referred to as the “The King of Rock ‘n’ Roll” . When he was 13, his family moved to Memphis, Tennessee.Elvis was relatively shy and as a youngster was not keen on performing in public. However, he received a guitar as a present and learnt to play and sing; he gained no formal musical training, but had an innate natural talent and could easily pick up music. As a teenager, he became more interested in music, listening to a huge range of contemporary American music. This image would later become a real Elvis trademark. In 1958-60, Presley was called up for national service in the American army . In 1967 he married and, in 1968, Priscilla gave birth to Elvis’s only child – Lisa Marie
In 1953, I went to Sun recording studio – to record a song  for  my mother and  the Sun boss Sam Phillips invited  me to come in for a recording  session. Initially, the recording session was unpromising, but towards the end of the allotted time, I started to play a song I had composed  myself. Phillips  was  immediately impressed by the verve, enthusiasm and dynamism of my music. Phillips  believed that I had a unique voice and talent which could capture the interest of Americans.For my first studio recording,I performed the 1946 blues number, Arthur Crudup’s “That’s All Right”; it was well received on local radio station.

Guide:You are right! She is the most famous nanny ,she moved  from one family to another and helped  parents bring  kids up.
Ученица:And  this is Queen ElizabethII !
Guide:You are not right! This is Mary Stuart! Mary, Queen of Scots  was born  on  8, December 1542  was Scottish queen regnant from 14 December 1542 to 24 July 1567. In the lists of Scottish sovereigns, she is recognized as Mary I, and is hence sometimes confused with Mary I of England. Her great-great-granddaughter was Mary II of England and Scotland. 
She was the only surviving legitimate child of King James V. She was six days old when her father died and she was crowned nine months later. In 1558, she married Francis, Dauphin of France, who ascended the French throne as Francis II in 1559. Mary was not Queen of France for long; she was widowed on 5 December 1560. After her husband's death, Mary returned to Scotland, arriving in Leith on 19 August 1561. Four years later, she married her first cousin, Henry Stuart, Lord Darnley. Their union was unhappy and in February 1567, there was a huge explosion at their house, and Darnley was found dead, apparently strangled, in the garden. 
Guide: Our excursion is over. Thank  you!

Шекспир: In 1599 a theatre was built on the south bank of the River Thames. It was named the Globe. This was the theatre where  my company performed. Work at the theatre made me a wealthy person. I was not only a playwright, I also took part in theatrical performances.
Ученик: Excuse ,уour Majesty, why had  you killed all you heroes?
Шекспир: Life is life, my boy. It was a difficult period. As my favorite hero Hamlet says: To be or not to be…(звучит монолог в записи)
Ученик: I know it in Russian. Let me recite it?

Ученик:O,Tom, you are so clever boу! I know a lot of interesting stories about your life
Том Сойер:  Oh,уes !I am a very naughty boy! Оne day my friend Becky and I lost our way in the cave .  Becky got extremely  starved, so my search for a way out got even more determined. I accidentally encounted  Injun Joe one day, but he was not seen by his nemesis. Eventually I found  a way out, and we were joyfully welcomed back by their community. As a preventive measure, Judge Thatcher  McDougal’s Cave sealed off, but this traps Injun Joe inside. When I heard of the sealing several days later and directed a posse to the cave, we  found Injun Joe’s corpse just inside the sealed entrance, starved to death. A week later, having deduced from Injun Joe’s presence at McDougal’s Cave that the villain must have hidden the stolen gold inside, I took Huck to the cave and we  found  the box of gold, the proceeds of which were  invested  for them.
